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To impact our community for Christ by addressing the needs of women unprepared
for pregnancy, encouraging life-afprming decisions, healing lives traumatized by abortion,
and challenging them to embrace a biblical view of sexuality.
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In the classic pIm, Itis a Wonderful Life, George Bailey had the unusual
opportunity to see what his world would have looked like had he not been born.
His remarkable journey allowed him to seej his community and more specipcally,
how individuals who lived there were impacted by his life and work.

The value of a ministry might be measured in terms of what would be different
had it not existed. In the case of the Bowie Crofton and Severna Park Pregnancy
Clinic Ministry, the differences would be monumental. Consider just a few:

Since 1982, over 16,000 women, men and their families in Bowie Crofton and Severna Park
communities would not have been touched by compassionate hearts speaking the truth in love
and sharing the Good News of Jesus Christ.

In 1987, just 5 years after opening Bowie, we saw the need and founded the Laurel Pregnancy Center,
which has served an additional 11,000 people in need - who wouldnit have been reached.

In 1999, we had the vision to become one of the prst Medical Pregnancy Clinics in the nation to
offer free Window to the Womb Ultrasounds. This service doubled the number of moms choosing
life. Nearly 1,000 moms and dads would have missed seeing their babies - maybe forever.

In 2005, God called us to Anne Arundel County. We stepped out in faith to what we thought was
to simply reclaim the former abortion clinic for the Lord. Had we not been here, we wouldnit have
had the opportunity to share in the amazing work God is doing. Already more than 100 women
have walked in for their abortion appointment with GyneCare and instead found us.

We are conpdent that God wants us to be not just ta choicei for women facing unexpected
pregnancies, but to be the 1st choice.

God gave our founders the vision for what He could do through us if we would simply reach out in
faith and minister to those facing unexpected pregnancies. As visionary men and women on the
board and staff, we have moved forward for 25 years, seeking and pnding those thelds ripe for harvest.

When you read our vision for the years ahead, you will see how exciting it is to serve God here!
Thanks to all of you who have walked this out as partners in this awesome ministry. For those

When Liz arrived she was panicky and tearful. She told
her counselor that she was spotting and was concerned
she might be having a miscarriage. She had made so many
changes in the last few weeks. Upon learning that she was
pregnant, she stopped drinking and smoking marijuana and
cigarettes. She even quit her job as an adult entertainer and
was pursuing a more reputable one.

Her counselor, Sheila, suspected that she may be having
amiscarriage. She wondered if a miscarriage would drive

Liz back into substance abuse and degradable adult
entertainment. Over the next few days, Sheila was
burdened to pray about how she could offer comfort
and hope if Liz had to face the possibility of grief
plled moments of a lost pregnancy.

Sheila followed up several times with Liz who
eventually did miscarry. But God was faithful
to offer Liz comfort through Sheilais words.

0The life of your baby was a very short one, but during
that short time, you have made some signipcant and
wonderful changes in your own life. Donit turn back
now. Honor your little oneis life. Go forward, keep
making positive choices, and honor the life God has
given you.6

She returned to the
Clinic for STD testing, relationship counseling, and
recently found employment with a cleaning company.
From a life of degradation to one refocused with Godis
words planted and watered.

25 years of incredible growth and service to those in need would not have been
possible if it werenit for the Vision and Obedience of Godis people. Thank you!
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In the past couple of years the rate of
Sexually Transmitted Diseases also referred
to as Sexually Transmitted Infections (STD/
STI&) has been steadily increasing. One in
four sexually active teens have an STD/STI
and have no symptoms. This has become
a hidden epidemic in our culture. Thanks
to Godfs grace, your continued support and
the ability to partner with Prince Georgels
Health Department, we have been able to add
STD/STI testing to our services. Our Medical
Team obtains the specimens and takes them
to the Prince Georgeis County Lab. The Lab
performs the testing and mails us the results.
We provide those results to the client along
with necessary treatment if the test results are
positive.

We currently test for Chlamydia, Gonorrhea,
Syphilis, Hepatitis B, Herpes, Bacterial
Vaginitis, Trichomonas and Yeast. Later we
plan to add HIV testing. So far 50% of our
clients have tested positive for one or more
STD/STIis. Many are treatable with antibiotics
if caught in time. Chlamydia especially can do
irreversible damage to a womanis reproductive
organs and most of our clients have not had
symptoms. The news of a positive test has a
profound effect on our clients. This gives us
a great opportunity to provide abstinence
until marriage counsel. All without dispensing
condoms! It softens their hearts and prepares
them to be receptive to secondary virginity
and sexual integrity discussions. Please keep
this in prayer for Godis continued guidance.
